Innan Gunilla Allard p&bérjade sin karriar som
designer, jobbade hon som frilansande scenograf
inom den svenska filmindustrin. Hon studerade
bland annat arkitektur och mébler fér att kunna
skapa autentisk, tidsenlig scenografi. Gunilla var
speciellt intresserad av detaljer, bland annat frén
gamla sportbilar.

Efter Gunillas workshop-r hos Lammhults 1988
presenterade hon de férsta skisserna till fatélien
Cinema. Inspirerad av det lilla handgjorda bil-
sdtet frén hennes egen MGB GT, féreslog hon
en liten, lgtt f&télj med fina detaljer och ett mini-
malistiskt uttryck.

Samarbetet med de duktiga hantverkarna, bade
inom metall och tapetseri, blev ett lyckosamt méte.
Fatslien presenterades p& Mébelméssan i Milano

1994 under namnet Cinema; en hyllning till hennes
tidigare karriar inom filmvéarlden.

Cinema var en given succé frén forsta visningen.
Stolen togs emot mycket vél i Milano och é&r idag
en av Lammhults nyckelprodukter.

Prior to beginning her furniture design career,
Gunilla Allard researched film sets and film
properties of all types as a freelance set designer
in the Swedish film industry. She studied e.g.
architecture and furniture in order to create the
most authentic period film sets. Gunilla took an
especially keen inferest in the cars of earlier
times, in particular the exquisite detailing and
high degree of comfort in the small seats of classic
sports cars.

After successfully completing a number of furniture
design studies for Lammhults as part of a student
workshop in 1988, Gunilla approached the
company with the idea to do an easy chair
inspired by the compact excellence of the best
hand-crafted car seats. She proposed a small,
light, finely detailed easy chair, incorporating
crafted construction and upholstery with a re-
newal of the minimalist refinement of modernist
steel tubing.

The skilled development team at Lammhults applied
their advanced expertise in metal work and up-
holstery to bring her dream to reality, introducing
her chair at the Salone del Mobile in Milan in

1994. The name Gunilla chose for the easy chair
was Cinema, a tribute to her early days in the
world of film.

From its introduction, Cinema has been a success.
The reception of the new easy chair in Milan
was one of great acclaim, and the easy chair
continues to increase its influence on the world
of easy chair designs to this day.

Gunilla Allard’s earliest formal education was

in art and design, but she will tell you her creative
instincts were cultivated on the family farm in the
south of Sweden where she grew up. Gunilla saw
creativity as a natural component of everyday life.

After early schooling in the arts, Gunilla set out
to become a set designer. Working with the
Swedish film industry gave her the opportunity to
learn about period furniture, and in 1983 she
enrolled in Konstfack, the University College of
Arts, Crafts and Design in Stockholm, to study
interior and furniture design.

As a new graduate, Gunilla took part in a student
workshop sponsored by Lammhults in 1988.
One of her student projects, a slender storage
cabinet made from brass and glass, became

a Lammhults product, and she completed a few
other early designs for the company in 1989.

In 1992 Lammhults began working with Gunilla
on the development of Cinema, Gunilla’s first
maijor furniture design. In the years since Cinema'’s
introduction, Gunilla has completed a wide
range of furniture designs for Lammhults. Her
work for Lammhults, as well as her kitchen, glass-
ware, lighting and carpet designs, make her

one of the foremost names in contemporary
Scandinavian design.
